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Anti-Abortion Center Funding

When someone is making a decision about continuing or ending a pregnancy, they should be able to get
accurate information about all their options so they can decide what is best for themselves.

Anti-abortion centers (AACs) do not support pregnant people and families. Instead, they serve as a barrier
to parental support and legitimate health care, including abortion access.

Arizona is one of at least 18 states that fund AACs with taxpayer dollars; more than $89 million dollars were
allocated toward AACs in 2022 alone. In at least seven of these states, millions of federal Temporary Assistance
to Needy Families (TANF) funds, which are meant to support families working to make ends meet, instead get

diverted to AACs.

Funding Propaganda:

Anti-abortion centers often spend more
on overhead and propaganda than they
do on services.

Arizona'’s Alternatives to Abortion (A2A) program claims to
support people and families, but a review of Arizona Youth
Partnership's proposed program budget with the AZ
Department of Health Services for a contract beginning in
2021 tells a different story.

Supporting Deceptive Practices:
AACs are often not required to be
transparent about who they are or what
services they provide.

This leads to confusion and delays for

people who are seeking abortion care or
other health services.

Anti-abortion centers outhumber abortion clinics 44 to 7
in Arizona, but AACs are not a replacement for health
care services, nor are they able to support pregnant
people or parents.

Putting Privacy At Risk:

Many anti-abortion centers are not
medical centers or covered by medical
privacy protections.

AACs collect people’s information, but many AACs are
not bound by medical privacy laws or covered by the
privacy protections afforded under Health Insurance
Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA).

Option Line, which is run by Heartbeat International, a
worldwide network of anti-abortion centers, received
$21,600 in taxpayer funding. Option Line collects
personal and health information, including through a
online chat interface that requires users to input their
name, demographic information, location, and if they are
considering abortion care.

There is real concern about how this information may be
used against people, especially as states pass more laws
criminalizing abortion care.

Failing To Meet Maternity Care Needs:

Anti-abortion centers funnel money away from programs that families need.

AACs don't contribute to ameliorating health inequities. States are investing in anti-abortion propaganda when
money could be going to programs that address the multiple crises in our communities.

While Arizona’s A2A program wastes public dollars that could go toward supporting parents and pregnant people,
the state’s Maternal Mortality Review Committee determined that 83.6% of pregnancy-associated deaths were
preventable.

Arizona is classified as having a high Maternal Vulnerability Index. Arizona’s maternal mortality rate ranks 25th in
the U.S. with 25.1 deaths per 100,000 live births. 13.3% of counties have no hospital or birth center offering
maternity care.
